Macro Versus Still Life

If you were able to review the entries over and over again

and the scores given, you will see a clear pattern and direction
as to how the judging went. Remember, the three judges are
multi-awarded, with diverse photography expertise in both
still-life and macro photography, and were briefed the usual
way. Yet, the pattern of judging was similar even as they
scored separately. If you Googled "Macro Still Life", "Macro
Photography", "Still Life and Macro Photography" over any of
the many sites in the world wide web, you will find multitudes of
interpretations! The Clouds' the limit! But there will always be
something in common: Images are composed of both live and
inanimate objects, with flora or fauna.

The Judges are product photographers Kim Diaz
(kimdiazphotography.com) of DWK Photography, a graphic
designer; Jasper Santos of Manila Home Studios who has
been featured in many local and international news agencies;
and Padi Dive Master and Macro underwater photographer
Mark Badiola (underwatermojo in instagram). Visit their sites
to see a glimpse of what they do in relation to our specific
theme this month.

What is Macro? From the Greek word, “makros® means
large. Among other things, if the scale cannot be determined, it
would be difficult to tell with the human eye which was taken in
a macro range. But if you look at the top 10 winning photos and
even the 2 entries each of the top 10 photographers in these
next few pages for that matter, one can discern the meticulous
effort that each photographer put in to show at least one
subject (of many), even a hint of it in the image, that betrays
scale or emphasizes its enlargement. It's not about having a
"big” or "wide" subject. If it's not visibly macro says the judges,
then the scale of the subject in the photo matters. It's about the
way one composes and exposes scale beyond what the human
eye normally sees.

It has to have magnification. Sharpness of the main subject in
a grand scale makes it bigger than life. Studio set-ups (more
than half of the winners) became an even bigger effort in this
competition and the judges awarded them accordingly.

Veterans and Master Photographers Rey Ortiz (4th and 5th
best photos makes him Photographer of the month) and Rudy
de Leon (3rd best photo) are new to the podium this year.
Boyet Mesuga's water droplets was his clue to give scale to
his meticulous creation and wins best photo while tying Adel
Samson for 2nd Place for Photographer of the Month. His
paperclip as a person loomed large in his photo concept just as
Rey Ortiz’ lizard did too.
