If you search and visit the photography sites of
these professionals in FB and Instagram alone,
you will even see some similarities of their output to our
entries in terms of locations, evening drama, timed
exposures and night-illuminated backgrounds.
Some of them are inclined to graphic design too,
from simple compositions to the complex and nearly
abstract. Just like the entries to this, almost final,
monthly competition.

Credit goes to how well one searches in his or
her Bodega, or what we call our archives and
images collections. It is not just up to the size of
one’s bodega but also in the correct selection of
what you uniquely want to submit: Do you want
exotic or bustling locations vs. simple and quiet
compositions? Perhaps, a mind-boggling time-exposure
or the capturing of a fleeting moment in time?

Or maybe bright, neon, contrasting and colorful
lights or the foggy rendering of subdued hues,
shades and shadows? From a worm’s eye view
or from shooting from the highest vantage
point? Shot from an OTS or from one’s personal
travel collection? We can go on and on but one
thing is certain: These entries were begging to
be submitted for a competition and members
were just waiting for the right theme to unleash
them. Bravo to all the participants for enriching
our Club’s collection and for waking up to the
call for the best of-the-best in night photography
captures. Perhaps, this theme should be revisited
again, sooner than later, to elicit more fascination.
I am sure some of you were tossing coins to
choose between your tying favorites, second choices
or back-up entries. Hopefully, you don’t have to
wait that long to submit these for another “night”
theme next year. We will be commencing solicitations
for the themes of 2022 next month. In the meantime,
your searches for this September’s entries will
also help in your search for the 2 remaining competitions
that may similarly come from your bodegas
especially since these are almost OPEN themes.

Worth noting from the score sheets this
month is the fact that a staggering 6 of the top
10 winning photos were taken by photographers who
would also comprise the top 10 photographers of the
month!

While Evan Grabador has the highest scoring photo, is 2nd place for Photographer of the Month and retains his #1 standing in the Master
Cup, Joey Antonio is the Photographer of the Month, has the 2nd best photo and climbs up the Master Cup by 2 places. Jaime Cumagun has
3rd best photo and is 5th Photographer of the Month and retains his 3rd place standing in the Master Cup. Boyet Mesuga retains his 2nd place
Master Cup standing by scoring 6th best photo and 4th Photographer of the Month. Gino Cruz deserves special mention not only for winning Sth and
8th best photo but also for winning 3rd place for Photographer of the Month.
On top of this, he gains 2 places in the Master Cup. In fact, so does Jojo
Guingona who is 7th place Photographer of the Month and Manny Gaite

who is 9th place Photographer of the Month. While all these winners climb up
the ladder, the top 7 positions in the Master Cup remain the same.

There are still more chances to climb up the Master Cup and win bonus
points too since we are replacing the 2 OTSes with 2 more competitions due
next month in October: 2 entries from Mobile Device, Color, Global and 2
entries from Camera, B&W, Global.
